1. WELCOME & APOLOGIES:

PA welcomed everyone and gave apologies received. The first item on the Agenda would be Sustrans Transport (Agenda item 4)

2. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING (43- 23/4/07):

 PA apologised for limited circulation of minutes for meeting 43, 23rd April 2007.

This was due to late agreement of  funding for the meeting. 

Minutes Agreed.

3. MATTERS ARSISING FROM THE MINUTES:

BD: On page two of the minutes Darryl Telles is offering £10,000 for LBS, accepting his offer may cause a conflict of interest if the forum fights the landowners.

PA: The money will be used to communicate with the landowners, to work through a solution 

BD: £50,000 to run a forum for only twelve weeks is an excessive amount 

PA: The money is for the forum to debate openly and publicly, and to be a permanently staffed community resource. Many people feel the forum is value for money 

GO: Landowners/owners have a obligation to negate value of forum, it provides constructive feedback 

BD: Yes, but £50,000 is a excessive amount for one year 

BD disapproved of Darryl Telles offer of £10,000.

PA: Money is a estimation and is justified for the forum’s workload and events 

KH: It is a ridicules amount of money the TA is voluntary and has non money for its up keep 

BM: Money is needed to employ someone full time. Jackie Rose was previously employed for enquiries etc. and was kept very busy.  

PA: money is needed to support the intensive community communication needed regarding the Canada Water development over the next 10 years  

PA defended the role and value of the forum but felt it was not the appropriate time to discuss the forums budget; proposed proceeding with the meeting as stated on the agenda.

4.  ACTION POINTS FROM PREVIOUS MEETING 

Did not meet has been carried over 

5. TRANSPORT – SUSTRANS 

PA introduced Carl Pittman, from the company Sustrans. PA apologised for the small audience. This was due to there being issues with publicising the meeting.  

CP gave a presentation about Sustrans work in Southwark and around Britain, outlining the organisations; details, history and previous achievements; such as connect two, safer ways to school (Launched at Alfred Salter School, Rotherhithe), bike it and change your world. Introduced plans to build a Thames bridge from Rotherhithe to Canary Wharf, encouraging people to walk and cycle across London.  Thames Bridge will be designed by Whitby bird and presented an artists impression of the bridge; design will be subject to a competition. Stressed project needs detailed investigation, funding, maintenance and assembly and intensive discussions with London port of authority. Spoke of a 50 million grant awarded by…. receptive of the grant depends on an ITV competition.

KW: is the bridge funding dependent of the 50 million grant?

CP: no, project is separate from the grant

KW: How far is development?

CP is confident bridge will be constructed but when is indecisive. The concern of linking the South of London to the Olympics is encouragement for Transport of London to involve itself. Stressed if bridge is to be ready for 2012 work needs to begin as soon as possible, primarily investigations and consultations.

BM: the cost of the bridge is £30 million, how much has been obtained 

CP: currently there is no allocation for the projects £30 million cost

Stephanie questioned whether bridge would be funded by the lottery. CP stated Thames Bridge is not a project of the Lottery or Olympics it is a Transport for London project, whether they will provide the total of £30 million funding is undecided.  

GO: the proposed bridge allows for cyclists to cross the bridge, can cyclists cross current bridges? 

CP: current bridges does not allow for cycle allocations

AW questioned London Mayor, Ken Livingstone’s opinion. Felt long term benefits of the bridge would completely change the environment of East London. 

AY questioned where the bridge would land and the required space needed for redevelopment, was concerned with CPs redevelopment proposal in the downtown area. CP explained his use of the word redevelopment was in association with the building of the bridge and not buildings.  

BD: The presumed landing of the bridge is in a residential area, has the impact on its residents been considered?

CP: the project has recognised the possible impact on residents, a extensive consultation is needed to fully explore the Thames Bridge’s impact on its residence. 

6.
TRANSPORT-CYCLING ISSUES 

PA introduced Barry Mason representative for Southwark cyclists.

Barry Mason spoke of plans to install a new crossing in Jamaica road 

16th June young cyclists will be launched 

23rd July until the first weekend in July encompassing 16 events, location Southwark Park

Barry Mason informed the forum Canada Water Bike Park has been allocated 50 spaces but feels these are insufficient and Richard Thomas has taken the case. 

AD: TFL needs to give approval for bike storage 

Barry Mason proposed a bike garage that allows commuters to store their bikes safely with staff all day     

Allocation of bike storage is undecided, A stated Plot A is nearer Canada Water Station but requires negotiations with TFL 

BD: land at the back of Canada Water is unused, seems to be a wasting ground it is a possible space for bike storage. 

PA read aloud to the forum a reply from London transport regarding bike storage, there is no current need or demand for bike storage at Canada Water. 

Barry Mason suggested a bigger push is needed for plan A

IM questioned the sufficiency of cycle storage outside Tescos, Surrey Quay’s shopping centre.

Barry Mason explained the quantity of spaces was insufficient. AW agreed and added the width needed to be widened.    

7.
MULBERRY & OTHER SITE DATES 

Mulberry application for predominately residential development has been submitted.  

Canada Water Campaign met last week to discuss. Have reservations regarding social housing, BI usage and transport impact 

CD is available of the development proposals. Copies can be obtained from PA

Canada Library has been submitted. Glossies are available at Time and Talents and on the internet. AD will provide CDs of the application.  

GO & IM informed the forum enabling work on the Tesco extension starts 12th June 2007 and will continue until 2008

PA: Concorde Phoenix is not at the present meeting, hence is no update on site C or E

Application for site C 

Section 106 has been signed for sites A & B 

PA asked AD whether she was able to photograph the caryatids at the Haygate was successful; AD needs to circulate the information. PA informed the meeting that some people would like to see the pillars from the old Rotherhithe Town Hall /library integrated into the new Canada Water design, AD does not think this will be possible a space around the pillars may be needed. 

8.
CWCF- FUNDING AND TIMETABLES 

The CWCF elections and timetable had been agreed at the April meeting. Implementation remained dependent on long term funding agreement. Strategic Landowners Group meeting scheduled for sometime in July 

PA: stated as per the terms of reference a member of the forum should attend a Landowners meeting 

GO: landowners will commit to one landowners group or forum meeting
