4. SITE UPDATES

Site B 

Anna Devlet (AD): 
Application for B1 to be submitted at end of October.  Plaza – ramp will have to be slightly higher because of station block.  Plans were shown to the meeting. 

Holes are being dug for the Library.

Action : PA to fix October 31st CWCF Planning Meeting.

Site C 

Spencer Whitworth (SW):
Conrad Phoenix are in discussion with Decathlon regarding their additional floor space requirement. 

Site E 

PA tabled the Design Panel Report reviewing Site E scheme that commented on the proposal to locate the swimming pool on Site E.   

SW: We are trying to arrange meetings with Richard Thomas. We need political support and help.  

Cllr. Noblet offered to chase this up with Richard Thomas.

SW: Southwark Leisure accepted that a facility is needed but they have an image in mind of a facility which is crushingly expensive. Someone is going to have to confirm this.

KW / PA the master plan showed a swimming pool. It is absurd that local people have to travel to Greenwich etc to use such a facility. The community are determined to ensure that the area gets a fit for purpose swimming pool. There was discussion about the hotel that also formed part of the plan for Site E.  

SW :
There was a 75 bed Travelodge (3 and a half star) hotel incorporated in the Site E scheme. 

Action : Everyone to lobby councillors. 

Site D

PA :
The Water Gardens is nearing completion.  Although less than enthusiastic about the design, Laing O’Rourke have been very considerate developers and keep local people well informed about road closures, disruption, noise etc. Dwellings are starting to be occupied and full hand over is scheduled for January 7th, 2008. 

Mulberry

PA : Discussed at the last meeting that application 07-AP-0613 had been withdrawn. An application for a revised scheme is about to be submitted. 

Guy Harrison and Phil Andrews from Architects, Panter-Hudspith addressed meeting. 

They have worked with LBS at Heygate Estate, on housing for the Olympics, providing high quality buildings. Model showing past scheme was shown to the meeting. This scheme was withdrawn because it was felt that a few aspects needed redesigning. Latest design respects local vernacular, and will overcome any issues of noise created by Harmsworth Quays. Encourages public use of site by creating boulevards.  Includes 29 three and four bedroom flats out of total of 256.

SC  :
average per hectare 736, what about blind corners?

GH :
we have removed shadowing.

Developer maintains water feature.  

Public consultation to be held 6th November then going to the Council. Looking to submit sometime in November.

Downtown

200 objections already taken to Town Hall. More to be taken on Wednesday. Still time to put in objections. Planning committee meeting in early November. Cllr Noblet and Cllr Hubber to support objectors.

PA tabled letter from Cllr. Zuleta .

Fisher / Southwark Park Site / Mellish

PN has spoken to Cllr. R.Thomas on the subject of the Fisher permission and the Southwark Park rumours.  It is a great jigsaw.

PN reported that Nigel Robinson is leaving LBS.

Site A

JH :
raised matter of concern on behalf of local residents at the Pump House some of whom are at this meeting. It appears from the Executive Report submitted that the application for outline permission could be ignored and there could be an increase in height and density at a future date.

It could become contentious to increase the heights of Sites A & B and this report is already contentious. After managing to persuade CW to look at site it would be going back on all that consultation and something which has been objected to from day one, right next door to the site in question.

AD :
said although 8, 10 & 12 storeys were discussed it was always BL-CQ’s intention to build a higher tower on A3 next to the tube station and it was on the original masterplan.

JH :
felt this was sneaking in the back door. This is a financial matter to maximise profit not in the spirit of the open and honest way of consultation.

AD:
pointed out that outline applications are compulsorily limited to 10 storeys.

PN :
said he was at the Exec, on 11th September when the presentation was made.  Steven McDonald and Tim Thompson presented the report and Para 21 was the major aspect that was talked about. LBS have a duty to maximise revenue to local authority.

The Exec. were very clear as to why they might think about building a taller building. 

Para 21 reflects duty of officers but there is a always a balance to be drawn – local authorities and taxpayers and local area of building.  BL-CQ have always acted in good faith and have stuck stick to their word so far but I do agree that through this Forum we do need to keep an eye on things.  There is still good faith I want to try to reassure people.  

Agree LBS needs to keep an eye on what transport problems there are in the area. 

5. FUTURE EDUCATION PROGRAME

PA introduced Terry Parkin, Deputy Director LBS Children’s Services. 

TP gave an update of education provision in the area. 

There is only one secondary school in the area, Bacon’s City Academy.

Primary school standards very good and aware of those who need to improve. Area well served by its primary schools but there is going to be a shortage of secondary school places of about 800. 

90 per cent of local people send their children to school out of the area. 

The plan to build 8000 new homes in the area will generate a need  for extra secondary school places.

School with 6th form is more attractive to parents.

LBS have got site developer and mean to build new five form entry secondary school with a sixth form but it would not  start earlier than 2011 or 10 perhaps.

LBS has been looking at a number of sites across the area.  LBS have received over £50million for primary schools with children and parents involved in design. It will be the same process for secondary schools and attention paid to walking distance, sports facilities etc. At the 18 December 2007 RCC Meeting at which we shall have a short list of sites

Gallywell site available in case we need it - nursery places included in review of primary school places.

KW:  I took part in the Bacon local consultation. Very few people knew about it. 

Even in this school (Alfred Salter) people did not know it was going on. It was kept very quiet, as if they did not want people to know.

TP :
Bacons is an independent school

The only site LBS have is St Pauls Field

PN :
consultation re Bacons

JH :
no capital for land purchase. Council would have to meet

LS: 
Why can’t Bacons be told to change their catchment area

Hope it will be a local school

SC :
St Paul’s Fields is too small,  Quebec needs to be bought back as it is ideal space for new school

PA: 
What about Lifelong Learning? A lot of the development schemes we see are for 1 & 2 bed flats. There is possibility of skewing population mix if we do not build more family accommodation.

TP :
We have to have schools which are so good that people want to live here.

PA thanked Terry Parkin for his presentation.
