Discussion ensued regarding the gym to be located in the watersports centre.

It was suggested that the gym proposed would be quite small and possibly 

            claustrophobic and  that it also had the best view of the dock.  The British

            Canoeing Association had said however that the gym was of an adequate size

            Ie fit for purpose.

All agreed that sailing should be the predominant use   CT stated that

Tideway had queried the borough’s budget and that planning permission 

was still required.

BM:  said that although Fusion currently ran the watersports centre, he felt it

was an underused resource. If a sailing club was introduced the facility would get a lot more use in the evenings and weekends when it is currently closed.
SC:  said that it was not well used by local children and was poorly managed

By Fusion.  He queried how things were priced on Greenland Dock.

At the watersports centre there are winter races for beginners but the club and events are poorly advertised.

PA: confirmed that she had received the consultation document.  The centre

She said is in a good spot with enormous potential but mismanaged – it was not even possible to get an ice cream /tea

5. Canada Water Action Plan

PA introduced Michael Carnuccio, the Senior Planning and Regeneration Policy Officer for LBS and his colleagues Tim Cutts and Suzanne Johnson.

            He explained that the area action plan was to bring together Council and other

            Strategies.  It was necessary to facilitate, provide detailed framework, review

            Uses of sites, consider transport, to link strategically.

            The proposal was to look closely at the Rotherhithe area.  Look at policies 

            such as those on housing, parking, retail, new site allocations, clustered

            activities, new links,

            The boundaries would include not just the core areas but also the periphery,

            Transport links and the public realm.

              Those present felt concerned and wanted to know how this would

              inter relate to planning applications and items previously agreed.

              There was also concern that this would delay other applications.

              JS, the representative for Conrad Phoenix was concerned that this

              would mean that the Area Action Plan would be happening before the

              Core Strategy was in place although he commented that the UDP

              was relatively up to date.

              BM stated that consultation had been on going since the year 2000.

              TC reiterated that the transport study was almost finalised.  The preferred 

              Options would need to be accepted by the Council and then by the Secretary

              of State.

              SC said he thought that Quebec Way was being given consideration for the

              Secondary school along with 3 other sites.  Planned also is a 10,000 person

              stadium in Southwark Park.  This plus a leisure centre with underground

              Parking, GP provision etc would have a cumulative effect on traffic.  He 

              Expressed the view that he hoped we would be linking in with Greenwich.

              TC responded on behalf of the LBS that they had not been approached as yet

              by the Fisher Club and that currently only areas A and B had planning                      

              permission.

              PA said Mulberry plans were just about to be put forward.   He also raised 

              the need for consideration to be given to employment in the area.

              KW said the timetable for the leisure centre review was due in by January 08.

6. SITE UPDATES

Site B  - there was a brief update on site B.  2 weeks earlier an exhibition for B2 had been held at Seven Islands, plans were available at the Albion Street Library and at Time and Talents.  The application would go to Committee in 

January.

PA advised those present of her concern regarding the use of the palladin area

which was planned to abut the Albion channel.  Bins would have to be wheeled to a pick up point at the end of Maple Mews and left for collection.

BM was concerned about the too and fro traffic in the corridor leading to the cycle store area in the affordable housing – lack of passing space.

AD said that she would make available the Landscape Architects telephone number.

SITE C/E – SW spoke regarding area C and stated that more clarity was required re Leisure.  SW stated that two policy and regeneration meetings that Conrad Phoenix had scheduled with LBS had been cancelled.

MULBERRY -  PA referred to the Mulberry area and mentioned that there were health and safety issues regarding the number of people who attended the 8 plus churches whose attendees say all through the night on several nights 

each week.  These were stated as Wednesday, Friday, Saturday and Sunday.

DOWNTOWN – SC referred to the Downtown Action Group and said that

Barratts has been refused building permission on 3 grounds.  These included lack of playspace, poor urban design and close proximity.  Redriff School 

Plans showed only 15 drop off points and this was of particular concern to the

Crèche.  300 objection letters had been submitted and for this he gave thanks to all concerned.  He said that the Judicial review had gone very quiet.

TESCO’S - regarding the area around Tesco’s exensition and the path leading to Greenland Dock. It was noted that the CCTV cameras and lighting installed had much improved the temporary access.

SITE D – with reference to Site D it was noted that the flats were beginning to be occupied.  However, it was understood that there were no tenants for the retail units along the Albion Channel. 

URBED – regarding the Urbed survey there was no news of whereabouts of 

Report.

ROTHERHITHE TREES - the tree report was expected in January /February 2008.  The trees were last attended to over 6 years previously.

STRATEGIC LANDOWNERS GROUP – there had been no meeting.

CWCF  -  as AC was not due to formally start until 17/12/07 it was felt insufficient time to promote elections in January or February .  It was therefore proposed to move AGM/Rebirth to the meeting dated 3.3.08

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Tesco’s representative was informed of the increase in dumped trolleys.  He

explained that this was being tackled by a new temporary locking strip installation.

AW said that as a cyclist she felt little or no consideration was given by Tesco’s to cyclists particularly in regard to parking facilities.
