  1&3  WELCOME & APOLOGIES

Pauline Adenwalla (PA) welcomed everyone present and gave apologies

on behalf of those listed above who were unable to attend.  She explained

that the meeting would take a slightly different format, commencing with

the speakers first followed by the usual meeting as both speakers had 

other commitments and needed to leave sharply

She then introduced the first speaker, Chris Baker, Head of Premises Development for the Southwark Primary Care Trust.   

       2.  1st Speaker – Chris Baker, LBS, Primary Care Trust

Topic – Polyclinics – The Vision and Outline Plan

Chris initially outlined the existing primary care premises in Southwark

and explained that many were in need of refurbishment both to meet the

needs of the growing community, for the development of new service provision and to continue to recruit medical staff.  He also outlined

the population projections in Bermondsey & Rotherhithe and stated that

the prediction was that they would increase by 13% between 2006 – 2016

to over 87,000 showing an age group peak between the ages of 25 and 38.

He explained that the future service model proposed for LBS was based on one stop shops over 4 geographical areas, Canada Water, Elephant & Castle,

Peckham and Dulwich.   Each would offer universal and specialist services for populations of 25,000+.  These would incorporate GPs, Dental, Diagnostics suite, minor surgery facilities, outpatient’s clinics, accommodation for community staff, community pharmacy, counselling and voluntary sector services. Particular emphasis would be placed on key areas of concern,

such as diabetes, heart and lung disease.

Lorraine Smith raised concern that access on the peninsular for between 25,000-50,000 people was a cause for concern.  Already there were 

traffic problems and with the planned major developments and a huge increase in housing she was worried that patients would have difficulty getting to and from the polyclinic.

Chris Baker explained that actually it would restrict the number of journeys

that patients currently had to make to and from Guys and St Thomas’s Hospitals.  The hospitals would be able to become more specialist.

Steve Cornish said that this was on the original plans 6 years ago.

Chris Baker said that he would be seeking a meeting with the Council and British Land regarding venue.  

 Dr Otty made a very good case for the polyclinic explaining that already

             there were 70,000 patients in Bermondsey and Rotherhithe.  Many 

 medical centres were outgrowing their premises as they needed to offer

 additional services.

Jo Sistern explained that the centre would need approximately 3,000 square 

metres of space.

Lorraine Smith was concerned that patients would still be able to remain

with the same group practice and see the same doctors within the practice

and this was confirmed by Chris Baker.

Anna Devlett confirmed that she would arrange a further meeting with the PCT and British Land

The Chair thanked Mr Baker for his informative presentation.  She then

introduced the next speaker.

Speaker 2 – Jay Yeats, Head of Leisure and Wellbeing

Topic – Surrey Docks Watersports Centre

            Jay explained that the centre had opened in 1990 and was now in need of the

            planned refurbishment programmed for summer 2008.  £2.3 million had been

           allocated for this. In August 2007 as consultation Southwark Council  sent  

           10,500 letters to residents and 1,500 letters to users.  Of those 12,000 284 

            replies were received from people that do not currently use the service and

            90 were received from actual users.

            This consultation response clearly indicated the top 4 requirements were
            a gym, watersports tuition, sailing and exercise classes.

            Currently 70% of the Centre’s revenue is made by Royal Yachting   

            Association.  Other club users include the Tideway – Sailability London

            Centre of Excellence for people of all ages with disabilities:  the British

            Canoe Union which serves all age groups: the Splash club for 8-16 year olds:

            Schools from all the local boroughs and approximately 150 users from

            Corporate hospitality.

             The concept designs are on display at the Centre and will be turned into

             final designs early in 2008.  The refurbishment would be guided by the

             following principles:

i. the primary function of the centre is to provide training of the highest

           quality in watersports to people in Southwark with an emphasis on the       

            needs of children and young people.

ii. other services provided will compliment the primary purpose.

iii. The centre will be accessible and affordable to all those who wish

to make use of it.

iv. the refurbished Centre will meet the DDA guidelines.

Action:  to register interest in the project contact the LBS website www.southwark.gov.uk , click on Sports and Leisure and then Investing

In Leisure and select Surrey Docks Watersports Centre or complete a comment card at the centre.

The contract for building works would be awarded in Feb/March 2008.

By mid 2008 the planning process is to commence and in early summer.
The building itself would be decommissioned but the centre would 

remain open by the use of Portacabins.  Planned work duration is 

approximately 9 months.

He concluded that the reinvestment in the Centre is intended to raise the profile of watersports and improve the appeal, viability and sustainability of the Centre.  A top priority of the Council is to increase participation in watersports by improving the existing facilities and services.

A query was raised re the usage by local and adjacent schools of the Centre.

Jay agreed that the usage needed to be increased, however, he stated that 

the key issue was less time available on the school curriculum and the availability and cost of transport from schools to the centre.

It was also raised that the Centre closed too early in the summer and that

there were no refreshments available.  Also that the fencing made the site

feel unwelcoming.  

Jay explained that consideration was being given to a juice bar and that

the revamped Centre would visually look welcoming.  A café would be considered if a business case could be made for it.  Regarding the

fencing he explained that it was necessary as equipment etc had been stolen

from the dockside.

Steve Cornish raised a few key points.   Primarily that he felt there were very few if any local children using the facilities.  Also he questioned the need

for an extra gymnasium in this area and would the cost of joining be prohibitive for local people, particularly children and youth.  To attract the younger generation into the Centre he asked whether consideration had been given to having a youth club in the centre.  His final point was that there need to be staff around at weekends so that information was obtainable.

6.  MULTI-MODAL REPORT

      Tim Thompson had submitted an update on the Multi-Modal study report

to say that a formal multi-disciplinary meeting would take place on 28th
January 2008 that would cover how officers proposed to take the report forward.  He committed along with members of  the technical team to

give feedback at the next forum meeting in March.

7. SITE B1

Anna Devlet stated that construction would start on the 7th April and that

a refuse store had been incorporated in the building plans of the basement.

SITE B2

Anna explained that she would be able to give fuller feedback at the next meeting.  However, it was her intention to set up a Construction Working Group and have 24 hour phone lines operating. The working group would

include Mulberry.

In response to the question how long the works were expected to take on Bl,

Anna replied until June 2009.
Bob Muid asked that information be given in advance re. footpath closures.

Surprise was raised by a member of the public that the flats were being built

without the transport plan being available.    Steve Cornish reiterated that

fundamental questions were still not being answered.

SITE D

The Chair said that she was most unhappy to discover that the tenants in the Social Housing block on the site did not have access to the gardens.  This

was most upsetting as those flats were specifically for families.

Derek Partridge said he thought that the UDP would have a requirement regarding access and that there was a possibility that consent was being breached.

The Chair confirmed that she had written to Richard Thomas. Lisa Rajan

agreed to look into whether a breach had occurred.

Ivan Christmas who was in attendance representing one of the major 

social landlords, Family Mosaic, said it was possible that the service costs

would be too high for social housing and this had occurred on other sites.

The Chair added her concern that when retail units took a long time to let

permission was usually applied for and granted to turn the empty units into 

dwellings thereby denying business growth in the area.  This may not affect

Site B as it would be closer to the tube station.  She also added that 2 local

restaurants had tried to open lunchtimes but had to close through lack

of business.

It was noted that car-parking spaces were sold as separate entities and that Canada Street was becoming one large car park.  Also in Bl there were no

car parking spaces allocated.

MULBERRY  

Longer term planning was required for this site.  The flats had been increased to 5 storeys and there was still concern with noise issues.  

Derek felt the standard of design was questionable.

SITES C & E

The Decathlon designs were coming along.  There would be a Leisure Provision Study undertaken in January along with the Multi Modal study.

The number of 3 bedroom properties had been increased.  Throughout the

building period Decathlon would try to continue to trade.  Spencer would

update the Forum at the next meeting.

Lisa Hollamby referred to Site E and the swimming pool option with

residential at 7 Islands.  The Chair referred to the large stadium in 

Southwark Park.

DOWNTOWN

Steve Cornish said that the latest update re Barratts and the LBS Case Officer was 205 flats.  The plans had been turned down 3 times due to lack of amenity space.  The 106 money for the nursery area had been clawed back to provide playspace.  The urban design was deemed poor.  Traffic calming measure were needed and increased drop off points.  No further detail was known other than that Barratts were going to appeal again.

TESCOS

Ian Moore confirmed that the works were on schedule and that the new store would open in October 08 and would contain more non-food items than were available at present.
