Motion for next Forum meeting – 16th February, 2004

The Forum considers that in terms of the current UDP, the heights of seven stories, for the current Barratt proposals are excessive in relation to the surrounding area.  

It is felt that parking needs of visitors to the health centre have not been fully thought through given the passenger transport access score for Downtown and the needs of elderly or disabled individuals unable to rely on local bus services.   

The increase in population implies increases in car usage, because of the poor passenger transport access scores.  The impact on access and aggress to and from the Rotherhithe Peninsula by car has not been fully thought through in the context of substantial development at Canada Water.   A reduction in densities on the site should therefore be considered.

Further, that proposals relating to planning gain for the community currently received from developers relate primarily to improvements at Redriff School.  Whilst such proposals are welcomed, it is felt that they are inadequate in relation to the value of the land and that additional proposals should be brought forward for open discussion with the community as a whole.

Accordingly, the Forum moves to reject plans in their current form.
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
