4. MULBERRY  /  32P 

Representatives of Mulberry Park Investments (SE) Ltd., GL Hearn & Panter Hudspith presented the latest proposals for the Mulberry Business Park. 

They indicated that the proposals had in their view addressed all the issues identified by the Planning Inspectorate in his decision to uphold the refusal of the previous scheme for the site. 

The new scheme is mixed use, comprising 3 L shaped blocks, stepped away from Canada Street and Quebec Way towards Site E and Harmsworth Quays. The blocks will start as 3 - 4 storey and rise to 8-9. A fourth block will run parallel to HQ from Quebec Way to Site E. There will be a service road parallel to the fourth block and the ground floor of the fourth block and the tail of the three L’s will be commercial. There will be a pedestrian route through the site attempting to link Roberts Close to Canada Street and Surrey Quays Road. There will be undercroft car parking and internal gardens and water features. (For pictures see http://www.canadawater.org/mulberry.html)
Questions / Concerns

Concerns that daylight would be restricted into the ‘courtyards’ and would not sustain the tress / internal gardens / grass planned
Pedestrian routes uninviting – rat runs – narrow walkways between buildings with blind right angle corners

Will the site be developed as a whole or as like so many developments the commercial component will be unlet and after a few years subject to an application to convert into residential?
What sort of commercial enterprises would be interested in such units?
Single aspect dwellings abutting HQ undesirable – noise / light

Suitability: rain water will be used to keep water features filled, possibilities for green roof system. The question of sustainable heating using Cellchip output was raised but at present is unlikely.
