1. WELCOME & APOLOGIES:

Pauline Adenwalla (PA) welcomed everyone and gave apologies received.
2. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING (39 - 31/06/06):

There were no comments on the Minutes and these were accepted.

3. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES

URBED  Awaiting the report following their workshops at the Bubble Theatre.

4. CANADA WATER LIBRARY

Pam Usher, in place of Adrian Whittle,  had brought a model of the new Library.

Chris Duncan said public realm matters had been approved in principal. Have been working on details of design and making adjustments

Narrow pathway.  Chris presented solution that will clear out clutter, take out the wall and create a shallower ramp. This neater approach will leave 4.5m clear to get down to the promenade.

Trees still marked for removal.

Area next to the library – now that we know we have the performance space and wall we have made shallow steps to give more space for people to sit and work.  Also steps  with handrails on both sides.

Pam Usher said there had been a strong focus on access. The key points were:

Whole build will give room for four times more stock

Toilets and Baby changing facilities, Buggy park,  2 lifts, staircase, open 7 days a week with 24 hour 

access to lobby (self service facilities during night), ground floor performance space and café, heritage of the area including local history books to borrow or buy, major exhibition to mark opening of library,

IT study space, reading groups and other activities.

Mezzanine floor has staff facilities, kitchen , storage and computers

1st floor open staircase. Very light, open and spacious floor, flexible furnishings.

 Top floor rooms for hire for meetings, gallery, study desks for quiet work

Outside  - cladding of anodised aluminium sheets with a mesh effect – solid at the bottom (anti-climb)

The meeting was invited to look at the model and many opinions were expressed. Forum requested actual sample of the material being used for the cladding.

The parking of bicycles should be given priority and care taken regarding were this parking would be, preferably near the entrance.

Christian Junge questioned the method of choosing an architect for such a building. Several people were concerned that the side of the building where nobody would pass by had windows whereas the other side which formed the back wall of the performance space had very few windows.

Concern expressed re funding in the long term.

SP said there would be a planning application in November and the building should be completed within 2 years
5. Sites A, B & Public Realm – the next stage

AD explained that they were waiting for a timetable - to established which part to start with - and will get back to CWCF as soon as timetable is available and there is something to talk about.

6. Site Updates

SW: Site C has not changed very much in physical terms but we have presented scheme to LBS Design Panel and other groups. There has been quite lot of technical and engineering detail to resolve since decision to move servicing underground.

Cellchip Waste recycling plant produces enormous heat for which there is no use – have had detailed discussion with them and it is effective and straightforward to pipe hot air to Canada Water site C and providing we sign up quickly they will be our heating provider.  They have already surveyed the route to the Canada Water area. We do hope it will be a suitable alternative as it is a resource other landowners can tap into. Environmental impact assessment put before Planning Department two weeks ago and we are awaiting their comments. Aim to be submitting in November.

Site E: Events have gained pace. We took the brief and put it on Site E and it fits pretty well.

Flats on top of residential scheme for the old Seven Islands Leisure site. We are doing numbers and architect will make formal proposal by the end of next week.

Q: How we think Aquatic Centre will work financially – will swimming pool have windows?

Q: Cellchip heat – is it something BL has looked into as well?

Hope to eventually pipe throughout the peninsular.  Plant is in Lewisham. Waste disposal project in Old Kent Road

Site D / Pauline’s garden:  the plans to reinstate are around for consultation.  Sold all but 20 of the flats and development will be finished between end of next year and off site January 2008.

Tesco’s licence not yet granted – when forthcoming, the planning permission for the extension will be implemented. 

Downtown – the Council has given total support to take Ruth Kelly to Court. Mean to keep pressure on and momentum going.

UDP  support for the suburban designation

Leisure Site – Galliard have scheme for developing part of the leisure centre. Very early days – they are re-thinking their concept.

Mulberry They have come to see us several times as neighbouring owner. Planning application within the next few months.

7. Feedback from Strategic Landowners Group meeting

Steve Platt (LBS):  First meeting to establish strategic commitment was this afternoon (23.10.06) although not all 7 landowners turned up.

Concept to follow the model of Paddington Basin:  coordinating development and consultation to avoid different or competing exhibitions, marketing the area, coordinating community facilities,

library, leisure centre, structural schedule, transport, health provision, heating throughout new development and people who live in area. Aim is to create cohesion across whole area including public realm, coordinate construction and mitigate any impact e.g. noise, access, etc.

Those who turned up to today’s meeting thought it was useful.  SP will be speaking to those who could not make meeting today – in three weeks will let Forum know results of that exercise. Another meeting is planned in January 2007.

Funding of this Forum and marketing role was discussed.  Option is to enhance funding package, join all landowners together with CW consultation to make it more seamless and coordinated project.

Have spoken with Richard Thomas and Pauline. Forum is 5 years old – intend to revise terms of reference, redraft in the light of Strategic Landowners Group.

Will be issuing draft proposal to receive people’s comments.

Marketing PR company will be employed by the members of the group and will include management of local consultation and support.

8.  CWCF AGM & Elections

Pauline said another meeting of Landowners Group should take place soon as newsletter has dates of meetings already planned and AGM is in December – the decision is needed in next couple of weeks as could lose goodwill and momentum. SP confirmed will do very best.

9. A.O.B.

Fisher and Mellish: Expecting to start construction soon. Have been negotiating for a piece of land .

Transport Study: not due until Spring 2007

Air quality:  This was discussed at last meeting. Jeremy had written detailed letter to Cllr Lisa Rajan about air quality monitoring to see what level of pollution is now.  Cllr Rajan said there are two air quality monitory units deployed in other parts of the Borough and the cost of having this at Canada Water Station was very high, over £50,000.  Copy of letter will be included with the Minutes.

Q: What will happen to the old library

It will close and  be put up for sale to help fund the new library.
